But I will have 

offered Mass for all the people of our two parishes. 
 

Corpus Christi Plans. Mark calendars for May 16-18, 

we will honor our Eucharistic Lord: “40 Hours” at St. 

Mary all day that Friday, all night, till Sunday; in place 

of exposition in St. Clare Chapel. Exposition will 

pause for Mass at usual times. After Noon Mass at St. 

Mary, we will carry our Eucharistic Lord, in the 

monstrance, in a procession from St. Mary to St. 

Boniface for solemn Benediction, then exposition will 

resume in St. Clare Chapel. A pot-luck dinner will 

follow. 
 

Why do this? To affirm our faith in the Eucharist; to 

proclaim our faith to our community; to invite 

Catholics in the area, and really anyone, to join us; and 

to beg graces and blessings from our Lord for our city.  
 

Who may take part? Absolutely anyone! Take part in 

prayer during the hours of Exposition, and take part in 

the procession, either for part or all the walk, and be 

there at St. Boniface for the closing.
