Food for the Flock 
 

The pope says “hi!”…or he would have, had we talked 

to him! Father Ang and I were among hundreds of 

priests, and over 45,000 people, at the stadium in D.C.  
 

This is an opportunity to explain what “concelebrating” 

means: a priest or bishop “co-offers” the sacrifice 

which the celebrant—i.e., the pope—offers at the altar.  
 

Fr. Ang and I were about 200 feet away, yet we offered 

the same Mass, joining him in the very words of 

Christ, and the miracle happened through the 

priesthood we share with Pope Benedict who, while 

obviously being successor to St. Peter, is also a deacon 

and priest like Father Ang and me, and a bishop like 

Archbishop Pilarczyk, who was also present. 
 

We were very mindful of you. Just as a priest has an 

“intention” in every Mass he offers, my intention for 

that Mass was all the people of both our parishes. 
 

Thank you for your prayers for our journey, it worked! 
 

Our bishops teach about music at Mass. The recent 

document, Sing to the Lord, also had instructions about 

weddings and funerals. This is delicate, because many 

have expectations of a special song that has no 

connection to the death and resurrection of the Lord, 

which is what every Mass is.  
 

Music at weddings “…should reflect the truth that all 

the sacraments celebrate the Paschal Mystery of Christ. 

Secular music, even though it may emphasize the love 

of the spouses for one another, is not appropriate for 

the Sacred Liturgy. Songs that are chosen for the 

Liturgy should be appropriate for the celebration and 

express the faith of the Church” (220).  
 

People really do ask for Broadway tunes and love 

songs for a wedding liturgy, including the well known 

“Wedding March”—which many don’t realize comes 

from an opera by Richard Wagner, and the opera itself 

involves some rather awful things happening to the 

bride and groom! In any case, however beautiful the 

music, it’s not for Mass.           -Fr. Martin 
 

Working For The Lord-Bethany Center needs 

volunteers to help in the soup kitchen.
