Invite 

someone with you: as you may know, I was away from the 

Catholic Faith in my 20s; but my father invited me to pray 

the stations with him, and I went; I found them very 

meaningful. Perhaps you have family or friends who might 

find them meaningful, if you invite them? 
 

It will get brighter at St. Boniface—we have a lot of 

spotlights, and they’ve been gradually going out. Because 

the scaffolding is a big deal, I’ve held off to make the most 

of that. This, along with some touch-up paint, will be 

completed in the nave of the church by Easter.
