Food for the Flock 
 

Mark your calendars: Grand Corpus Christi 

Celebration May 16-18. With help from Tom Caserta, 

the Knights of Columbus, Knights of St. John, and 

from others, I’m organizing a 40 Hours followed by a 

Corpus Christi Eucharistic Procession for this 

weekend, involving both parishes. Contact Tom 

Caserta or the parish office if you want to help—we 

will need lots of help and want everyone to take part! 
 

Help with sacristy duties. Many had to work hard to 

make Holy Week and Easter Sunday very special, 

thanks to all. One of the things that kept Sister Joan 

busy at St. Mary, and me, at St. Boniface, was a lot of 

sacristy duties. Changing altar cloths, cleaning 

candlesticks, getting things set up—we don’t mind, but 

we’d love to have help. This needs attention several 

times a year, particularly with change of seasons and 

holy days. Please let Sister or me know. 
 

Bishops teach about the Mass. from “Sing to the 

Lord”: “The Second Vatican Council directed that the 

faithful be able to sing parts of the Ordinary of the 

Mass together in Latin. In many worshiping com-

munities in the United States, fulfilling this directive 

will mean introducing Latin chant to worshipers who 

perhaps have not sung it before. While prudence, 

pastoral sensitivity, and reasonable time for progress 

are encouraged to achieve this end, every effort in this 

regard is laudable and highly encouraged” (74). 
 

“Each worshiping community in the United States, 

including all age groups and all ethnic groups, should, 

at a minimum, learn Kyrie XVI, Sanctus XVIII, and 

Agnus Dei XVIII, all of which are typically included in 

congregational worship aids” (75).  
 

FYI, these are the ones we’ve been working on—and 

they are in our hymnals. “More difficult chants, such as 

Gloria VIII and settings of the Credo and Pater Noster, 

might be learned after the easier chants have been 

mastered” (Ibid.)  
 

I ask those who have objected, to please note: “every 

effort”… “highly encouraged”... “each worshipping 

community”…“all age groups and all ethnic groups”… 

Originally, I tried doing this at five of six Masses; but 

in response to objections from some, and in the interest 

of “pastoral sensitivity,” we backed off to only three. If 

anything, I wonder if that complies with including “all 

groups,” but we’ll keep it this way.              -Fr. Martin
